Check if the AC cord of TV is plugged in or not. If there's still no power, please disconnect the
plug, and reconnect to the socket after 60 seconds. Turn the power back on.

Signal not received
properly

Double or phantom images may appear on your TV if there are high buildings or mountains close
to where you are. You can adjust the image manually: consult the instructions or the vernier
regulation or adjust the direction of the external antenna.

Try using the remote
in a shorter distance from the TV. Check if the placement of the batteries is correct or try using
new batteries with the remote control.

Please check if the cable is connected to the HDMI port correctly, or if the cable is bent in some
places.

Enter the main menu and adjust the vertical placement to eliminate the vertical line.

Adjust the horizontal placement of the screen to clear any horizontal lines.
