Make sure you have all the components before beginning installation.

To prevent damage, attach the motor to the support rod on a soft surface
or use the polystyrene contained in the package.




1.0Open the carton box and take out the fan (fig. 1).

2.Assemble the support plate on the ceiling using two or more screw
anchors and appropriate washers. Attention: the provided screw are for
wood joist and concrete ceiling. (fig. 2).

3.Insert the support rod through the canopy and decorative cover.

4.Insert the electric cables coming out from the motor through the support
rod and connect them to the screw terminal placed on the top of support rod.

5.Fix the support rod to the motor using the pin and pin’s nut.

Slide downwards the decorative cover, it must be supported by the motor.
Fix it with the s crew. (fig. 3).

6.Put the locking head screw through safety wire, next wrap the safety wire
through the bracket twice, then insert the safety wire in the locking screw,
finally lock it with another screw.

Attention: The head screw cannot go through the bracket.(fig. 4)

7.Hang the fan on the hook on the bracket and connect the electrical

cable coming from the ceiling to the screw terminal placed on the top of
support rod, make sure the receiver must be insert into bracket (see Receiver
connection) (fig. 5).

8.Slide upwards the canopy, until the screw holes of canopy are aligned
with the screw hol es of bracket and the canopy will not fall down. Make
sure all wires are inside the canopy.(fig. 6).

9.Tighten the screws.(fig. 7).

10. Assemble all the blade to the motor body. (fig. 8).

11. Remove the screws from connect plate of the motor, please organize all
the wires carefully into connect plate. Assemble and align the holes on the
back of LED light to the three screws on the connect plate of motor. (fig. 10).
12.Then tighten the three screws on the LED plate, connect the connector
together with the motor wire, please make sure the light kit can’t be moved
after tighten the screws.(fig. 11).

13.Place the lamp shade on the fan.(fig. 12)
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INSTRUCTIONS FOR BALANCE KITS USE

Your ceiling fan may sometimes have wobble
problem when operate due to irregularity in blades
or the blade holders. Also, improper assembly in
the mounting system or bearings croocked may
cause some additional problem. The following
procedure to remedy such problem is strongly
recommended by us from our past experience in
handling the wobble problem:

. Make certain that all blades are firmly screwed into the blade holder.

2. Make sure that all blades are firmly secured to the flywheel and
check pitch of blade holders, all must be the same.

3. By looking up at the fan from below, check and be certain that
none of the blade holders are bent so that none of the blades
are out of position. A correction can be made by very gently
bending the blade holder back into position.

4. By the simple use of a household yardstick blade tracking can

be checked. put the yardstick up against the ceiling vertically

and even with the outside leading edge of a blade.

Note the distance of the edge of the blade to the ceiling, carefully
turn the blades slowly by hand to check the remaining blades. If
blade is not in alignment, the blade holder may be gently bent up
or down to be in line with the other blades.

If by following all the steps and the wobble problem is not solved.
A dynamic balancing needs to be done by the use of the
balancing Kit. Follow the procedure listed below:

*Turn the fan on and adjust the speed control(usually highspeed)
setting to the speed which creates the greatest wobble.

*Turn the fan off. Select one blade and place the balance clip on
it. halfway between the blade holder and the blade tip on the rear
edge of the blades.

*Turn the fan on. Watch to see if the wobble is improved or
worsened. Turn the fan off again and move the clip to another
blade and test again. Repeat this process with all blades and
then note the blade which is the most improved.

*Move the clip back to the blade which showed the most
improvement, move the clip inward and outward on this blade
and operate the fan to find the position where the clipgives the
most improvement.

*Next remove the clip and install a balancing weight. to the top of
the blade along the centerline near the point where the clip was
positioned Use a sharp knife or razor to separate the weights.

Caution: Stay clear of the blades. If the clip, for any reason, is not
secure, injury could result Dangerous!
