3. It makes unusual noise

HINTS FOR ENERGY SAVING

1. Freezer: The internal configuration of the appliance is the one that ensures the
most efficient use of energy.

2. Fridge: Most efficient use of energy is ensured in the configuration with the
drawers in the bottom part of the appliance and shelves evenly distributed.
Position of the door bins does not affect energy consumption.

- Do not open the door frequently or leave it open longer than necessary.

. Freezer: The colder the temperature setting, the higher the energy consumption.

. Fridge: Do not set too high temperature to save energy unless itis required by the
characteristics of the food.

6. If the ambient temperature is high and the temperature control is set to low
temperature and the appliance is fully loaded, the compressor may run
continuously, causing frost or ice formation on the evaporator.

HINTS FOR FRESH FOOD REFRIGERATION

Good temperature setting that ensures preservation of fresh food is a
temperature less than or equal to +4°C.

Higher temperature setting inside the appliance may lead to shorter shelf
life of food.

* Cover the food with packaging to preserve its freshness and aroma.

» Always use closed containers for liquids and for food, to avoid flavours or
odours in the compartment.
